The Council's Self Build/Custom Built Housing Register currently has in excess of 60 enquiries for plots for self build/custom built housing. It is understood that the Council has no sites to meet this demand for sites. 
This clearly demonstrates an overriding need within South Norfolk for plots to be meet this demand for self /custom build plots.
The site is situated within the  Norwich Policy Area where South Norfolk Council is not able to demonstrate a 5 year supply of housing land. The site is well located within an existing village, there is existing residential development to the east and west of the site and the village hall opposite to the site. The site is close to existing and proposed employment locations in Norwich; Hethel Engineering Centre, the Norfolk and Norwich University Hospital and the Norwich Research Park.
It is considered to be an ideal sustainable location within an existing community to meet the specific currently unmet demand for self/custom build plots.
The site is the subject of current pre application discussions with South Norfolk Council.
